The International Architecture Triennale of
Lisbon 2007 is being held until July 31 with the
theme of “Urban Voids™ in Lisbon, the capital of
Portugal which has produced world-renowned
architects, including Alvaro Siza, and won
international acclaim in architecture.
This first edition of the Architecture Triennale
in Lisbon will focus on urban rupture
phenomena, generated by processes of
physical and social degradation in city areas.
“Urban Voids" refer to expectant spaces, more
or less limited at the heart of the traditional
city, or more or less undefined at the diffuse
peripheries. The existence of such spaces,
diffused not only throughout Lisbon but also in
many other cities of the world, is under debate
and being questioned in the context of real
estate projects or as public space, deeply
changing the landscape of the city. The Lisbon
Triennale intends to create a forum for public
opinions to analyze and contrive solutions and
suggestions where all the actors will have a
voice, including architects, city planners,
administration entities, investors and building
companies for the future where the “urban
voids” are used positively.

In addition, the Triennale not only discusses
and investigates the architecture of Portugal
and the world, but also aims to become a
"festival” with various programs including
awards and competitions. In Portugal Pavilion,
which has been built for this Triennale, and
Lisbon’s representative buildings, such as
Museu da Eletricidade (Electricity Museum),
and Cordoaria Nacional, various events are
being held, including the exhibitions
“Portuguese architecture in emission”, the
Exhibitions Universities/National, the "Cycle
Architecture and Music,” Alvaro Siza
exhibition, and sessions of international
conference. The Triennale Award along with a
prize of 12,500 EUR will be designated and
delivered by the patron of the award Alvaro
Siza to the personality of a winning project
considered the best work of the contest of the
exhibition.
