Seoul has been noted for its beautiful scenery
comprised of surrounding mountains such as Bu-
gaksan, Inwangsan, Eungbongsan, Mongmyeoksan,
and Gwanaksan, and many rivers such as Hangang,
Cheonggyecheon, Jungnangcheon, Hongjecheon,
Anyangcheon, and Tancheon along with the historic
villages, which have been built and thrived for hun-
dreds of years. However, since its first construction of
apartments in the 1930's, and after its rapid industrial
expansion in the 1970's and 1980s, many historical and
traditional parts of Seoul, including hanok houses and
small alleys, were changed and erased by an explod-
ing number of apartments built in Seoul. In only 30
years, apartments have occupied everywhere in Seoul,
including mountain and river areas, and they have be-
come Korea's representative residential housing type
and a major element of cityscape. The major causes
of such drastic changes include political and social
factors (an intensified housing supply policy to boost
the nation’s economy; high-dense population result-
ing from urbanization; nuclearization of families; and
expansion of the middle class), as well as economic
factors expecting profitability from the construction
of apartments. The housing supply ratio is already over
100 percent, and the ratio of apartment accounts for

60 percent of the total residential housing. As a result,

the supply of apartments in Seoul amounts to 1,381,252
units, which is about 1/2 of the circumference of the
earth and about 3 times of radius of the earth. The
current landscape of Seoul reminds us of Emmental
cheese riddled with holes. Literally, we can call Seoul
as an apartment city. However, this situation is not
all that negative, because apartments in Seoul have
evolved into a universal lifestyle which can accommo-
date an active urban life. We have documented various
aspects of apartments, both negative and positive.
For this exhibition, we put out some of the documents.
The exhibits consist of five segments: <The Beginning
and Change of Apartments>, <The Uniformity and
Diversity of Apartments>, <The Commercial Viabil-
ity of Apartments> <Apartments and Culture>, and
<Apartment Landscape>. Additionally, the contents of
the exhibition include spatial, temporal, quantitative
changes and statistics of apartments; various aspects
within uniformity; creation of brand names and adver-
tisements introduced to sell the image of apartments,
rather than the quality contents of apartments; the
culture of apartments penetrated into movies, po-
ems, novels, songs, and internet social networks; and
Seoul's cityscape dominated by apartments built in
hillside areas and along the rivers, erasing the trace of

old traditional neighborhoods.
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The Beginning and Change of Apartments
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been improved through intense competition among
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construction companies. Compared with detached

housing, apartments are equipped with many com-
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munity convenient functions, which can accommodate
modern people’s hectic lifestyle. The Seoul Govern-
ment is now taking appropriate measures to balance
between development and preservation from the mis-
takes made during the reckless development of apart-
ment complexes. Efforts are also made to improve the
diversity of apartments, to preserve urban heritage,

and to secure public welfare.

The number of apartments in Korea is now the world's
highest and the branded apartments are the world's
first ever. In the beginning, advertisers started to use
the names of construction companies as apartment
names, but later, more property developers competi-
tively adopted apartment brand names to represent
their company image, now the sales of apartments can-
not be generated without using brand names.

Such names signify largely “wellbeing, health, nature”,
“royal, noble”, “information, knowledge”, “culture, art’,
“family, harmony” etc. Apartment builders even start
hiring famous people (typically entertainers or actors)
in their ads to boost apartment sales by associating
the image of entertainers with the brand value of con-
struction companies. The widespread use of branded
apartments is nothing more than a shrewd advertising
strategy to attract consumers.
